
  SMART Notebook 9.5 

 
 You can download SMART Notebook 9.5 from the SMART website 

at:  http://www.smarttech.com/support/software/index.asp.  You do not have to 

be connected to a SMART Board to use Notebook Software.  

Therefore, you can download it at home, create a lesson, save it, and 

take it to school. 

 Notebook is similar to PowerPoint in that you create pages and can 

scroll through or skip around through the presentation.  You can add 

hyperlinks, images, text, flash objects, and more to a Notebook lesson. 

 The tool bar in version 9.5 looks slightly different from previous 

versions. 

 
 

 These three buttons allow you to go “Back”, 

“Forward” or “Add a page” to your presentation. 

 

 Theses buttons are to “Save”, “Paste”, “Undo”, and 

“Delete”.   

 

 The first button here puts a screen over the page.  

Click the button again to take the screen away.  While the screen is on 

the page you can reveal parts of the page without showing the whole 

page.  The second button makes your page full screen.  Clicking on it 

again will bring it back to normal view.  The third button is the Print 

Capture button.  Clicking this button will bring up another tool bar. 

 The various Print Capture buttons will take a picture 

of the portion of the screen you want to capture and paste it onto a 
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new Notebook page.  Print Capture can be accessed through the floating 

tools and be used in any application.  For example you can capture an 

image of an Internet page or a portion of a Word Document and insert 

the image into SMART Notebook. 

 

Click on the “Arrow” to return your cursor 

to normal and allow you to left click on the 

SMART Board. 

 The pens, eraser, line, shapes, and text 

buttons allow you to write, draw, erase, 

insert lines, insert shapes, and type text 

when you click on the appropriate button.  

Each down arrow is a drop down menu that 

allows you to customize that particular tool. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  This last button allows you to put the tool bar at the top or 

bottom of the page.  It is easier for smaller students to reach the tools 

if they are at the bottom of the screen. 

 

 On the side of the screen you will find three tabs:  Page Sorter, 

Gallery and Attachments. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

The Page Sorter tab allows you to see all of the pages in your 

presentation and navigate between them.  You can click 

on the drop down menu and copy, delete, paste, or 

rename your page.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Again, the arrow allows you to place your tabs on the 

left or right side of the screen. 

 

 

 

 

 

The Gallery is a searchable collection of 

clip art images, page backgrounds, Flash 

items, and Notebook lessons.  You can type 

a term into the search box, click enter and 

see a list of all things related to that 

topic.

By clicking “Insert” at the 

bottom of the page you can choose to 

attach a copy of a file, a hyperlink to the 

Internet, or a shortcut to a file.  Once 

you add what you want it will appear in 

the box.
